THEORETICAL: PURPOSE OF THE SCHOOLS OF INSTRUCTION.

The object of SCHOOL OF THE SOLDIER is the individual and progressive instruction of the
recruits.

The object of SCHOOL OF THE COMPANY is to prepare the soldierdor the SCHOOL OF THE
BATTALION.

The object of SCHOOL OF THE BATTALION is the instruction of battalions singly, and thus to
prepare them for manoeuvresn line. The harmony so indispensable in the movements of many
battalions can only be attained by the use of the same commands, the same principles, and the
same means of execution. Hence, all colonels and actual commanders of battalions will conform
themselves, without addition or curtailment, to what will herein be prescribed.

We have a lot of material to cover.
We will start with fundamental principles and build up to more complex maneuvers.

Proper alignment of the ranks is fundamental to the proper execution of
maneuvers and safety when firing.

There are numerous maneuvers, during which the company commander
must align, or dress, the ranks.

In this lesson, thesoldierswill learn:

Proper position of the soldier

Proper execution ofEyesi RIGHT/LEFT.

Proper execution of Left/Right- DRESS

The importance of maintaining andregaining alignment marching
both forward and backward.

We will execute this lesson in a single rank.



THEORETICAL : POSITION OF A SOLDIER.

The Position of the Soldier is fundamental to our proper impressionlt is fundamental and
critical to all subsequent alignments withand without arms.

Every time you are call@ to attention, this is the position you are to assume:

S.S.85.Heels on the same line, as near each other as the conformation of the man will permit:
The feet turned out equally, and forming with each other something less than a right angle;
The kneestraight without stiffness;

The body erect on the hips, inclining a little forward;

The shoulders square and falling equally;

The arms hanging naturally;

The elbows near the body;

The palm of the hand turned a little to the front, the little finger bethmdeam of the pantaloons;
The head erect and square to the front, without constraint;

The chin near the stock, without covering it;

The eyes fixed straight to the front, and striking the ground about the distance of fifteen paces.

Proper Alignment of each rank, and hence theompanyis critically dependent on the position of
the feet, shoulders, hands, and elbows.

Alignment of the feet enables alignment of the shoulders

Proper alignment of the shoulders depends upon proper alignment of our, hips, ankles, and heels.

Alignment of the hands enables alignment of the elbows.
Hand positioning is one area where modern military alignment sneaks into the hobby.
Subtle distinctions help authentic impressions stand out.

Any time the soldier stands at attention, with or without ams, the empty hand conforms to
the position described in Position of the Soldier.

Remember that you are the showpot a spectator!

Focus your eyes on a spot on the ground, 35 feet in front of you.

A quick word about Upper body strength

A certain amount of upper body strength is necessary to maintaibalance while carrying a
musket.

The alignment of the ranks and the safety of your comrades depend on your ability to
maintain proper position.

However, we are taught in the School of the Company that the distance between the ranks
increases when the musket is carried on the right shoulder (i.e. Right Shoulder Shift) atie
distancevaries with the change in cadence.

When the pieces are carried on the right shoulder, in quick time, the distance between the ranks
will be sixteen inches

In marching in double quick time, the distance between the ranks will be twentgix inches, and
the pieces will be carried habitually on the right shoulder

When the Companyis commanded tohalt,

1 the front rank ceases to move
1 the men will bring their pieces at once to a shoulder
1 The rear-rank will close to its proper digance.

When theCompany is maching in Column at double quick time

At the command halt, the men will halt in their placesand will themselves rectify their positions
in the ranks.

THEORETICAL: MARCHING PACE & CADENCE

CADENCE
Pace is always paired with a cadence.

Cadence is the rate of steps per minutd he combination of the two, and with well trained and
exercised men, an officecan estimate how long it will take his unit to cover a certain distance.

The primary form of marching is called the direct step.

Soldiers were initially drilled in Common Time so that theycould learn the fundamentals of
marching.

Common Time

The length of the direct step, or pace, in common timés twenty-eight inches, and in swiftness at
the rate of ninety in a minute.

Common Time was only used at the very beginning of School of the Soldier:
Quick Time

Once therecruit has acquired steadiness, has become established in the principles of shouldered
arms, and in the mechanism length and swiftness of the step in common time, he will be practised
only in quick time, the double quick time, and the run.

The length ofthe direct step, or pace, in quick time, is twentyeight inches, and in swiftnesat the
rate of one hundred and ten steps per minute.

Despite what you may have seen, heard, or been taught over the years, there is NO single, magical
command to form the Company when the men have fallen iand aligned tall to small.

There have been numerous reenactor attempts to create such a command, but it does not exist.
Why?

One. The Company is divided into platoons, and each platoon is then divided into sections.

Two. The 8 corporals are positioned onlte left and right of each platoon and each section.

Three All the corporals are posted in the front rank.

Four. The first platoon should be composed of an integral number of comrades in battle. When the
company deploys as skirmishers, the*1Platoon depbys as skirmishers while the rest of the
company is typically held in reserve.

The assertion that thetallest manis alwaysin the rear rank should not be a hard and fast rule.

1 I have heard it stated thattallest man must be in therear rank because itis a firing safety
issue. That is not true!

1 Ihavealsoheard it said that a short man in the rear rank cannot fire over the shoulder of a
tall man in the front rank. Anyone that says that does not know Civil War drill!

1 The rear rank man doesNOT f i rowerthie shouldeb of hi s fil e partne
man in front depresses his right arm, thus enabling the man in the rear to fire over the
depressed arm.

1 More importantly, t he Company needs to be able to fire by both the front ran&nd by the
rear rank. Soeven if thetallest manof each file was in the rear rank, when firing by the
rear rank, the taller men will be firing from the front, and the shorter me will be firing
from the rear.

The safety issudo considerwhen forming the company is properly aligning the file partners. The man in
the rear should be able talign his head directly behind the head of his file partner If he is not properly
aligned behind his file partner, he will never be able to properly agn his musket when firing.

1 Itis more important for alignment and therefore firing safety for men of like body width to
be aligned as file partners.

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THEORETICAL: MARCHING OBLIQUES

The oblique march is a method for the officer to shift the position of the formation on the field. It
isNOT aturn. Itis NOT a wheel. Think of car or a tractortrailer safely changing lanes.

Maintain forward mov ement while simultaneously achieving movement to the side. The shape of a
company marching in column or by the flank is a rectangle. You need to maintain unit integrity
while marching at the oblique. Whether the unit is Squad, Platoon, Company, Battaligror

Brigade, the shape of that rectangle cannot change.

The intrucutions appear in School of the Soldier and Company:

S.S. 340At the second command, each man will make a half face to the right (or left), and will then
march straightorward in the new direction. As the men no longer touch elbows, they will glance along
the shoulders of the nearest files, toward the side to wiheghare obliquing, and will regulate their

steps so that the shoulder shall always be behind that of their next neighbor on that side, and that his
head shall conceal the heads of the other men in the rank. Besides this, the men should preserve the
samdength of pace, and the same degree of obliquity.

It causes the back end of the Company to fish
tail, or jack-knife.

As instructed, the menshould preserve the same length of pace, and the same degree of
obliquity. However, if for some reason the soldier loses his alignment, he shadbulate his
stepsso that the shoulder shall always be behind that of their next neighbor. As in all
marching, the man in fault corrects himself by shortening or lengthening the step, by
degrees, almost insensible.

All men should be marching in the same cadence!!!

The men marching in the rear have it relatively easy. Itis critical that the men in the front
maintain proper alignment.

Not only is this a useful maneuver to enable the company to avoid
obstructions without degenerating into a Chinese Dragon, the skill is necessary to properly

executing the maneuver By Company into Line.

The men in the rank to the side of the guide have the critical job ahaintaining that rank &

alignment.

All other ranks align themselves on their file partners and the man on the right of their file.

All men must take care not to close up the intervals between the files.

When marching by the right flanks with guide left, or marching by the left flank with guide right,
